A Front Royal man was arrested late last night for his involvement in the K-Mart robbery that occurred in January.   Daniel Joseph McKay Haugen, 28, was arrested and charged with Robbery, which can result in 5 years to life in a state correctional facility. Police Chief Norman Shiflett advised that a joint effort among several divisions within his department was the reason this case was resolved so quickly.
According to Chief Norman Shiflett, a white male entered the Kmart store, located at 465 South Street, shortly before 1:30 pm on Saturday, January 18, 2014.  The suspect approached the pharmacy counter and handed the Pharmacist a note demanding prescription medication. The suspect was provided with an undisclosed amount of medication and he then fled the store in an unknown direction.  Officers searched the area but were unsuccessful in locating the suspect.  Shiflett advised that with very little evidence to go on, the case turned up a limited number of leads to develop.

Detective Erik Rosemeck, the lead detective in this case, was pleased with the efforts of several officers in the department in obtaining further information regarding the identity of the man responsible for this serious crime.
