It’s that time of year again for the national seat belt enforcement campaign “Click it or Ticket” and Front Royal Police Chief Norman Shiflett says his officers will be taking part in this effort. Chief Shiflett says that the campaign begins May 19th and will run through the Memorial Day travel weekend. 
Drivers can expect to see an increased number of police officers on the street targeting seat belt use. The annual effort aims to reduce traffic crash related injuries and fatalities through increased seat belt use. For the first time in 5 years the number of unbuckled vehicle occupants killed in crashes have increased and officers in Front Royal will be doing their part to reverse this trend. The Click It or Ticket campaign is currently used in 18 other states and the District of Columbia.  Virginia's statewide safety belt compliance rate is currently 79.7 percent. The goal of the 2014 Click It or Ticket Mobilization is to raise the rate to at least 82.5 percent.
